1. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
The financial statements are the representations of management prepared in accordance with generally
accepted accounting principles for local government established by the Public Sector Accounting Board of

Chartered Professional Accountants of Canada.

The financial statements have, in management’s opinion, been properly prepared within reasonable limits of
materiality and within the framework of significant accounting policies adopted as follows:

(a) Reporting Entity

The financial statements reflect the assets, liabilities, revenues and expenditures, changes in fund balances
and change in financial position of the reporting entity which comprises all the organizations that are
owned or controlled by the village and are, therefore, accountable to the council for the administration of
their financial affairs and resources.

The schedule of taxes levied also includes requisitions for education, health, social and other external
organizations that are not part of the municipal reporting entity.

The statements exclude trust assets that are adminisiered for the benefit of external parties.
Interdepartmental and organizational transactions and balances are eliminated.

(b) Basis of Accounting

The basis of accounting followed in the financial statement presentation includes revenues in the period in
which the transactions or events occurred that gave rise to the revenues and expenditures in the period the
goods and services ate acquired and a liability is incurred or fransfers are duc with the exception of
pension expenditures as disclosed in Note 1(h).

Funds from external parties and earnings thereon restricted by agreement or legislation are accounted for
as deferred revenue until used for the purpose specified.

Government transfers, contributions and other amounts are received from third parties pursuant to
legislation, regulation or agreement and may only be used for certain programs, in the completion of
specific work, or for the purchase of tangible capital assets. In addition, certain user charges and fees are
collected for which the related services have yet to be performed. Revenue is recognized in the period
when the related expenses are incurred, services performed or the tangible capital assets ate acquired.

(c) Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Canadian public sector accounting standards
requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amount of assets and
liabiljties and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements, and the
reported amounts of revenue and expenditure during the period. Where measurement uncertainty exists,
the financial statements have been prepared within reasonable limits of materiality. Actual results could
differ from those estimates.

Tax revenues are recognized when the tax has been authorized by bylaw and the taxable event has
occurred.

Requisitions operate as a flow through and are excluded from municipal revenue.

Revenue Recognition

Revenue from ftransactions with no performance obligation is recognized at realizable value when the
village has the authority to claim or retain an inflow of economic resources and identifies a past
transaction or event giving rise to an asset.

Revenue from transactions with performance obligations is recognized as the performance obligations are
satisfied by providing the promised goods or services to the payor. User fees are recognized over the
period of use, sales of goods are recognized when goods are delivered. Licenses and permits with a single
performance obligation at a point in time are recognized as revenue on issuance, thoso which result in a
continued performance obligation over time are recognized over the period of the license ot permit as the
performance obligation is satisfied. :

Contaminated Sites Liability

Contaminated sites are a result of contamination being iniroduced into air, soil, water or sediment of a
chemical, organic or radioactive material or live organism that exceeds an environmental standard. The
liability is recorded net of any expected recoveries. A liability for remediation of a contaminated site is
recognized when a site is not in productive use and is management’s estimate of the cost of post —
remediation including operation, maintenance and monitoring. -

Government Transfers

Government transfers are the transfer of assets from senior levels of government that are not the result of
an exchange transaction, are not expected to be repaid in the future, or the result of a direct financial
returmn.

Government transfers are recognized in the financial statements as revenues in the period that the events

giving rise to the transfer occurred, providing the transfers are authorized, any eligibility criteria have
been met by the municipality, and reasonable estimates of the amounts can be made.

The village participates in a multi-employer defined benefit pension plan. The plan is accounted for as a
defined contribution plan.

Contributions for current and past service pension benefits are recorded as expenditures in the year in
which they become due.

Taxes and Grants in Place of Taxes Receivables

Current and artears taxes and grants in place of taxes receivables consist of current tax levies and tax
levies of prior years which remain outstanding at December 3 1st.

Investments

Investments are recorded at cost. When there has been a loss in value that is other than a temporary
decline, the respective investment is written down to recognize the loss.

(k) Land for Resale

0

Land held for resale is recorded at the lower of cost and net realizable value. Cost includes costs for land
acquisition and improvements required to prepare the land for servicing such as clearing, stripping, and
leveling charges. Related development costs incurred to provide infrastructure such as water and
wastewater services, roads, sidewalks and street fighting are recorded as physical assets under the
respective function.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

" Cash and cash equivalents consist of cash on hand, accounts with banks and shori-term, highly liguid

investments.

(m) Allowances for Operating Assels

Allowances for asset valuations are netted against the related asset. Increases in allowances are recorded
as an expenditure while decreases in allowances are recorded as a revenue in the operating fund.

(n) Requisition Over-levies and Under-levies

Over-levies and under-levies arise from the difference between the actual levy made to cover each
requisition and the actual amount requisitioned.

If the actual levy exceeds the requisition, the over-levy is accrued as a liability and property tax revenue is

reduced. Where the actual levy is less than the requisition amount, the under-levy is accrued as a
receivable and as property tax revenue,

(n) Requisition Over-levies and Under-levies - Continued

Requisition tax rates in the subsequent year are adjusted for any over-levies or under-levies of the prior
year.

(0) Non-Financijal Assets

Non-financial assets ate not available to discharge existing liabilities and are held for use in the provision
of services. They have useful lives extending beyond the current year and are not intended for sale in the
normal course of operations. The change in non-financial assets during the year, together with the excess
of revenues over expenses, provides the Change in Net Financial Assets (Debt) for the year,

(i) Tangible Capital Assets
Tangible capital assets are recorded af cost, which includes all amounts that are directly attributable to

acquisition, construction, development or betterment of the asset. The cost, less residual value, of the
tangible capital assets is amortized on a straight-line basis over the estimated useful life as follows:

YEARS
Land improvements 15-30
Buildings 50
Engineered structures 10-75
Machinery and equipment 5-20
Vehicles 10-23

One half of the amortization is calculated in the year of acquisition and no amortization upon
disposal. Assets under construction are not amortized until the asset is'available for productive use,
At December 31, 2021 $78,556 (2020 - $32,956) of engineered structures are under construction.

(if) Contributions of Tangible Capital Assets

Tangible capital asscts received as contributions are recorded at fair value at the date of receipt and
also are recorded as revenue.

(iii) Inventories

Inventories held for consumption are recorded at the lower of cost and net tealizable value.

The standards apply to loans to borrowers outside of the government reporting
entity. Effcctive for the fiscal years beginning on or after April 1, 2022.

(¢) Section PS 3160 — Public Private Partnerships
This section establishes standards on accounting for public private partnerships between public and
private sector entities where the public sector entity procures infrastructure using a private sector partner.
Effective for the fiscal years beginning on or after April 1, 2023,

(D Section PS 3450 — Pinancial Instruments .
This section establishes guidance on the recognition, measurement and disclosure requirements for
financial instruments. Effective for the fiscal years beginning on or after April 1, 2022. '

(g) Section PS 3280 — Asset Retirement Obligations
This section establishes standards on how to account for a liability for retirement of a tangible capital
asset. Effective for the fiscal years beginning on or after April 1, 2022.

(k) Section PS 3400 — Revenue
This new section establishes standards on how to account for and report on revenue. Specifically, it
differentiates between revenue arising from transactions that include performance obligations and
transactions that do not have performance obligations. Effective for the fiscal years beginning on or after
April 1, 2023.

(i) Section PSG — 8 — Purchased Intangibles
This section establishes standards on how to recognize and record purchased intangibles that meet the

13. LOCAL AUTHORITIES PENSION PLAN

Employees of the Village of Alix participate in the Local Authorities Pension Plan (LLAPP), which is covered
by the Public Sector Pension Plans Act. The Plan serves about 275,863 people and about 433 employers. Itis
financed by employer and employee conitibutions and investment earnings of the LAPP Fund.

Contributions for current service are recorded as expenditures in the year in which they become due.

The Village of Alix is required to make current service contributions to the Plan of 9.39% of pensionable
earnings up to the Canada Pension Plan Year’s Maximum Pensionable Earnings and 13.84% for the excess.
Employees of the Village of Alix are required to make current service contributions of 8.3 9% of pensionable
salary up to the year's maximum pensionable salary and 12.84% on pensionable salary above this amount,
Total current and past service contributions by the Village of Alix to the Local Authoritics Pension Plan in
2021 were $45,941 (2020 — 46,897). Total current and past service contributions by the employees of the
Village of Alix to the Local Authorities Pension Plan in 2021 were $41,346 (2020 — $42,243).

At December 31, 2020, the Plan disclosed an actuarial surplus of $5.0 billion.

14. DEBT LIMITS

The debt limit is calculated at 1.5 times revenue of the municipality (as defined in Alberta Regulation 255/00)
and the debt service limit is calculated at 0.25 times such revenue. Incurring debt beyond these limitations
requires approval by the Minister of Municipal Affairs. These thresholds are guidelines used by Alberta
Municipal Affairs to identify municipalities that could be at financial risk if further debt is acquired. The
caleulation taken alone does not represent the financial stability of the municipality. Rather, the financial
statements must be interpreted as a whole.

FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS

A financial instrument is any contract that gives rise to a financial asset of one party and a financial liability
or equity instrument of another party.

The village's financial instruments consist of cash, receivables, accounts payable, accrued vacation pay and
long — term debt. In management's opinion these financial instruments are not exposed to significant interest
rate or currency risks.

The village is exposed to various risks through its financial instruments. The following analysis provides a
measure of the village’s risk exposure and concentrations at the balance sheet date.

Marlet Risk

Market risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because
of changes in market prices. Market risk comprises three types of risk: currency risk, interest rate risk and
other price risk. It is management’s opinion that the village is not exposed to significant cuirency or other
ptice risk.

Credit Risk

Credit risk is the risk that one party to a financial instrument will cause a financial loss for the other party by
fajling to discharge an obligation. The village is subject to credit risk with respect to taxes and grants in place
of taxes receivables and trade and other receivables. Credit risk arises from the possibility that taxpayers and
entities to which the village provides services may experience financial difficulty and be unable to fulfill their
obligations. The large number and diversity of taxpayers and customers minimizes the credit risk. The
carrying value of accounts receivable reflects management’s assessment of eredit risk.

Interest Rate Risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate
because of changes in market interest rates.

The village has fixed rate long-term debt which is subject to fair value risk, as the value will fluctuate as a
result of changes in market rates.

COMMITMENTS

The village is a member of the Highway 12/21 Regional Water Services Commission and are a related party.
The village has entered into an agreement to receive water, The village purchased water from the commission
during the year in the amount of $173,420 (2020 - §145,928). Amounts are recorded at exchange amount
which is the amount agreed to by the parties.

The village is party to a shared fire protection services funding agreement with Lacombe County. Under the
agreement they are responsible for their share of the costs of fire protection. The village is a member of a
waste managemont commission. As such, they could be subject to additional requisitions for future site and
post — closure care obligations of the landfill. '

CONTINGENCIES

The village is a member of the Alberta Local Authorities Reciprocal Insurance Exchange. Under the terms of
the membership the viliage could become liable for its proportionate share of any claim losses in excess of
funds held by the exchange. Any liability incurred would be accounted for in the year the losses are
determined.

The village is a member of the Lacombe Regional Waste Services Commission, the Highway 12/21 Regional
Water Commission, and the Alberta Urban Municipalities Association. Under the terms of the membership

the village could become liable for its proportionate share of any losses incurred by these organizations. Any
liability incurred would be accounted for as a cutrent transaction in the year of settlement.
